TRANSPORATION PICK UP AND DROP OFF POINTS

FOR PORT SHELTER PROGRAM 2007-2008

The PORT Homeless Shelter Program begins Wednesday, November 7, 2007 and ends Wednesday, March 26, 2008.

The daily pick up locations for transportation to the shelter are as follows:
1. the old First Presbyterian Church on 32nd Street between Washington and Huntington at approximately 5:45pm

2. the corner of 25th and Jefferson at approximately 6:15pm-7:00pm

The daily morning transportation from the shelter to downtown will begin at 6:30am.  Guests will be dropped off at the following locations:

1. 39th Street for the Julius Conn Gym

2. 25th and Jefferson Avenue

All guests must leave the premises of the host site by 7:00am.

ALL guests must check into the shelter by 8:00pm.  A guest arriving after 8:00pm must go to the nearest Police Department and have a police officer accompany the guest to the shelter.  If a guest is working a late shift, the first visit to the shelter will require police escort, thereafter, the guest must have her/his name recorded in the LATE ARRIVAL BOOK which is kept in the shelter

In the event of inclement weather, LINK does not guarantee that transportation will be provided.  During inclement weather, guests must assume that it is their responsibility to make their own way to the appropriate host site.  United Way First Call, the police and the host site will be notified if there will be NO TRANSPORTATION.
Please note: There WILL BE NO transportation TO THE FOLLOWING HOST SITES:

1. Parkview UMC

2. Wesley Grove United Church of Christ

3. St. Paul AME

4. Trinity Lutheran

5. Carver Memorial Presbyterian

6. Parkview Baptist Church

This is to help offset the excessive costs of transporting to congregations in midtown and the Denbigh area of Newport News.
